Areas over 30,000 in
population or over 100
vehicles in attendance

Mobile Unit events:
| Areas under 30,000 in
population or 100 or

AEvents conducted at temporary locations for one day or consecutive days at
the same location

ASet up the day before the event or on the morning of the event
AParticipants drive through with their materials, are offloaded and drive away
