Recycling Update

Congratulations, First City Tower Tenants, for a job well done.  We are now recycling 42.7 
% of the waste stream that goes out of the building!  That is up from 18.8% in December 
2007.  At the time of our initial audit, recycled materials were being picked up three days 
per week.  We have since moved to a daily pickup schedule Monday through Friday.

We are also pleased to report increased participation in the e - recycling event held April 
28.  Waste Management graciously underwrote the cost for First City Tower tenants 
while partnering with CompuCycle to collect used electronic equipment.  We will hold our 
next collection drive in November, so if you missed the April drive, mark your calendars 
now.  CompuCycle will also pick up throughout the year for a charge (call 713 -866 -8025 
for a quote).

We recently completed three buildouts and we recycled the ceiling tiles and carpet.  While 
recycling construction materials is still in its infancy, we are working towards making it a 
common practice.  

First City Tower is working diligently towards LEED Certification in an effort to be good 
stewards of both our environmental and financial resources.  Diversion of materials from a 
buildingôs waste stream provides a positive environmental impact, and it provides a 
positive financial benefit by reducing the costs of waste hauling.  We must recycle at least 
50% of our waste stream to meet LEED criteria.  We are almost there, so keep up the 
good work and remember to recycle!
